TODAY’S KEYNOTE SPEAKER: TRENT GREEN
Trent Green is a former NFL Quarterback. He retired 
after the 2008 season, having played 15 years with five 
teams and was a two time Pro Bowler. He graduated 
from Indiana University with a degree in Business. His 
most notable years in the NFL were with the St. Louis 
Rams and the Kansas City Chiefs. He was a member 
of the Super Bowl XXXIV Champion Rams. While with 
the Chiefs from 2001-2006, he became only the fourth 
quarterback in NFL history to have three consecutive 
seasons of passing for more than 4000 yards. For his 
career, he finished with 28,475 yards, 162 touchdowns, 
and a QB rating of 86.0. Trent is now working as a 
broadcaster. He and his wife, Julie, have 3 children.
